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Baldwin High School’s faculty meets twice a week in Professional Learning Communities (PLC) to 
address and implement instructional practices based on Common Core State Standards (CCSS), learn 
differentiated teaching strategies and utilize data to inform and guide instruction.  The Curriculum 
Coordinator and Principal have been working closely with Edison to guide teachers to reach these goals.  
 
Goal 1: Assure All Students Graduate College and Career-Ready through Effective Use of

Baldwin high school continues to administer monthly reading and math benchmark assessments to 9th 
and 10th grade students through a program provided by Edison Alliance.  The school is actively involved 
in gathering and analyzing data to help teachers determine the appropriate changes to instruction.

Baldwin high school continues to implement a Personal Transition Plan (PTP) for students to help them 
transition from high school to post high school.  The school has also expanded special education 
inclusion classes into the math and social studies classes.  During the PLC block, the Student Services 
Coordinators, district personnel and Edison Alliance have provided in-services on Response to 
Intervention (RTI) and on special education law.
